Using the use case specification (UCS) authoring techniques that were presented in
class, and the approach demonstrated in the tutorial video that accompanies this
assighment, create a use case specification for the Pick Order use case for the iSchool
Webstore System. To understand the Pick Order use case, you may consult the context
diagram that was presented as the instructor’s solution to Skills Practice — Context
Diagram.

To refresh your memory regarding the Pick Order use case: This is the use case where
the order picker selects an order to pick, picks the merchandise associated with the
order, places picked merchandise in a bin, and notifies the system when picking of the
order is complete.

Please use the word processing template file provided or use that file as a guide when
authoring your use case specification.
